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ATFBank signed a Credit Agreement with EBRD 
for a loan procurement for a total amount of USD 100 mio 

to finance energy saving projects as well as SME. 
EBRD will grant ATFBank-Kyrgyzstan a credit for USD 20 mio.
European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) will grant JSC “ATFBank” two loans for a total amount of USD 100 mio for a period of five years, of which: 
- USD 70 mio for crediting SMEs, with a maximum number of employees equal to 249 persons and sales volume equal up to USD 6 mio a year. The regional cities except for Almaty and Astana will be preferred. 
- USD 30 mio will be granted as credits to Kazakhstan private industrial companies to invest in energy saving projects in Kazakhstan
“These projects show our permanent support of important clients in Kazakhstan”, says Michael Weinstein, Head of EBRD Office in Kazakhstan, “SME financing is EBRD’s reaction to the financial crisis, while a credit line for energy saving projects will support Kazakhstan in the long-term development perspective”. 
“Small and Medium Enterprise constitutes a significant part of country’s economy. EBRD’s support will certainly promote preserving stability, granting many entrepreneurs an opportunity to develop own business”, says Alexander Picker, Chairman of the Management Board of JSC ATFBank.
EBRD will grant OJSC “ATFBank-Kyrgyzstan”, a subsidiary of ATFBank, a loan amounting to USD 20 mio for a period of five years, of which USD 14 mio are for crediting of Kyrgyzstan’s SME sector and USD 6 mio for microlending. The borrowers will be granted USD 5 mio in soms, national currency of Kyrgyz Republic, other in USD.

EBRD will invest Euro 432 mio in all in the bank subsidiaries of UniCredit Group in eight countries of Central and Eastern Europe including Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan against the effect of the global financial crisis. 
The objective of EBRD is providing medium-term and long-term debt instruments to the bank subsidiaries of UniCredit Group in order to support SME, lease financing and energy saving projects.
